EO2 10 CFR 851 WORKER’S RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Responsibilities
“*Understand work area’s hazards

“*Comply with all safety and health regulations and
standards

“*Participate in mandatory training/required safety &
health programs

“*Immediately correct safety & health related
problems/inform your supervisor

“*Know your work area’s emergency plan
“*Warn fellow workers of hazards and defective equipment




EO3 SAFETY AND INDUSTRIAL HYGIENE PROGRAM

‘*Provide a safe workplace for all personnel

*»Comply with federal, state, and local safety
regulations

‘*Provide Programs such as:

“*Hazard Assessments (determines type of PPE)

“»Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

(Protection against chemical/biological/physical
hazards)

“*Respiratory Program (Full face respirators)

“»Eye and Face Protection
*Foot Protection (Safety shoes




EO3 SAFETY AND INDUSTRIAL HYGIENE PROGRAM

“»Compressed Gas Cylinders/Pressure Safety
» Always be moved and/or stored with valve caps on
“*Report unsafe conditions
“*Training Required

“»Electrical Safety

“*Only trained/qualified individuals are allowed to
work on electrical systems

“*Hand Safety




EO3 SAFETY AND INDUSTRIAL HYGIENE PROGRAM

¢ Environmental Working Conditions
“*Heat stress—body is unable to cool itself.
“*High temps/humidity, direct sun/heat, limited air
movement/exertion/poor physical conditions/
medicines/intolerance

 Headaches, e Dry/Hot skin with
dizziness, NO sweating
lightheadedness or e Mental
fainting confusion/losing

e Weakness/Moist consciousness
SKkin e Seizures/
 Mood changes-- convulsions

Irritability/
confusion

e Upset
stomach/vomiting

EO4 PAUSE WORK/STOP WORK PROGRAM
ALL employees have Stop Work Authority!

Pause/Stop Work Authority Process:

Immediately Dangerous to Life
and Health (IDLH) Concerns:

EO5 RESPONSE TO A SAFETY EVENT

Imminent Danger

Any condition or practice that could reasonably be expected to
cause death or serious physical harm unless immediate action is
taken to mitigate the effects of the hazard and/or remove people
from the area.




EO5 RESPONSE TO A SAFETY EVENT

In the event of Imminent Danger, you should:
s Stop work
+ Keep others away from hazard
s Contact the following:

*» Notify area supervisor or your supervisor




EO5 RESPONSE TO A SAFETY EVENT

Near Miss

¢+ An incident/event that did not cause an injury or
accident, but could have caused serious
injury/property damage/insult to the environment

¢ Should be reported because...

“»* Most industrial accidents are preceded by a large
number of near misses.

“*Reporting the near miss allows us to correct the
problem BEFORE an accident occurs.




EO6 REPORTING INJURIES/ILLNESSES/VEHICLE ACCIDENTS

Injuries/Illnesses

¢ ALL work injuries/illnesses MUST be reported
IMMEDIATELY.

¢ Failure to do so can result in disciplinary action.

Using Government Vehicles
¢ Obey all postings/barricades/road closure signs
¢ Utilize a spotter when backing

** Must have a valid driver license

Electric Carts

¢ Obey all laws/signs/markings/policies/guidelines

¢ Use bell/horn @ corners/intersections/behind
people

¢ Use approved seats

¢ Rear passengers not required to dismount before
going through curtains if a rack/cover exists

¢ If not, dismount and proceed through curtains
