Proposed Action Title: Vulcan Materials Concrete Batch Plant Removal

Program or Field Office: NNSA Production Office / Pantex

Office Location(s) (City/County/State): Amarillo, Carson, Texas

Proposed Action Description: This project addressed in this NEPA review would support removal of the Vulcan Materials Concrete
Batch Plant and associated equipment located in Zone 10 from the Pantex site. This batch plant is owned by Vulcan Materials. The
Pantex Plant has two contractor-operated concrete batch plants located in Zone 10: Ingram Concrete Batch Plant located to the north, and
Thomas Redi-Mix Concrete Batch Plant located to the south. The Ingram Concrete Batch Plant transferred ownership to Vulcan
Materials in November 2022. Operations have ceased, and now Vulcan Materials intends to perform demolition of related buildings, and
removal of associated equipment, aggregate stockpiles, and waste from the Pantex site as part of the termination process.

Scope of work includes removal of:

-Two hoppers with conveyors;

-Two buildings; one with a concrete slab and one without;
-One aggregate bin slab;

-Three silos;

-Two chemical sheds;

-One aboveground storage tank (AST);

-Rock and sand piles; and

-Heavy equipment removal — loader and generator.

Pantex personnel would perform lock-out-tag-out (LOTO) for electrical, water, and gas lines prior to demolition of the buildings.
Electrical equipment would be demolished after the required electrical LOTO. Mechanical piping would be cut and capped outside
the building by the contractor. The contractor would dismantle the equipment building and remove the two hoppers. Crane lifts
would be required for removal of the three silos. Buildings would be dismantled or hauled offsite to an approved landfill. The
concrete slab would be removed.

Categorical Exclusion(s) Applied:

B1.23 Demolition and disposal of buildings: "Demolition and subsequent disposal of buildings, equipment, and support structures
(including, but not limited to, smoke stacks and parking lot surfaces..."

B1.27 Disconnection of utilities: "Activities that are required for the disconnection of utility services..."

B1.28 Placing a facility in an environmentally safe condition: "Minor activities that are required to place a facility in an
environmentally safe condition where there is no proposed use for the facility..."

B1.33 Stormwater runoff control: "Design, construction, and operation of control practices to reduce stormwater runoff and maintain
natural hydrology."

[2] (5) involve genetically engineered organisms, synthetic biology, governmentally designated noxious weeds, or invasive
species, unless the proposed activity would be contained or confined in a manner designed and operated to prevent unauthorized
release into the environment and conducted in accordance with applicable requirements, such as those listed in paragraph B(5) of
10 CFR Part 1021, Subpart D, Appendix B.
